Reflection on Operating Systems and Resurrection 
Due Date: Thursday, Oct. 26
1. Read the account of resurrection in 1st Corinthians 15.
2. Binding of an operating system to the computer hardware: Operating systems such as UNIX and LINUX are portable to work on very different computer hardware. Even for Microsoft Windows that is limited to work on Intel CPU hardware, we often can move the entire operating system together with the data store in the file system installed on computer A to computer B. We have to shut down computer A and then transfer the operating system and the data in the file system to computer B. When we reboot computer B, the operating system together with all the data now is functional on top of computer B. Now the old system (Windows OS plus the data) lives on the new platform.  What do think about the analogy between (i) the binding of an operating system and the underlying computer hardware and (ii) the binding of a person’s soul and body? 
3. Resurrection: Paul mentioned in 1st Corinthians 15 a new body of the spirit a Christian will receive in resurrection.  What do think about the analogy between (i) porting an operating system and its data onto a new computer hardware platform and (ii) new body of the spirit that one in Christ will receive  in resurrection?
